If you need additional bidder 

numbers, please stop by check-in.  

 

Silent Auction Rules 

 

1. The Silent Auction begins at 4:00 p.m. and continues until approximately 6:30 p.m. Closing time for each 

section of tables appears on your program and on the item descriptions at each table.  Plants, listed in the 

supplemental catalog, close at 6:30 p.m.  Absentee bids will also be accepted. 

 

2. A bid sheet is displayed with each silent auction item.  Place your bid by writing your name, bid number, and 

bid amount the sheet.  Bidders must then step back to allow others an opportunity to bid.  Minimum bid 

increments are noted on each bid sheet. 

 

3. All items in the Silent Auction section close promptly at the time announced.  If a bidder is in the process of 

writing, he or she may complete the bid.  The last valid bid on the bid sheet at closing is the winning bid.  An 

auction official will close the section and note the winning bid number on each itemôs display card. 

 

4. In the event of a dispute, an auction official shall determine the winning bid.  An on-the-spot Live Auction for 

the item may be held, if necessary. 

 

5. The auctioneer may, at his discretion, at any time, move a Silent Auction item to the Live Auction. 

 

Live Auction Rules 

 

1. The Live Auction begins at approximately 7:15 p.m., and continues until all items are auctioned. 

 

2. To place a bid, raise your bid number card (back of this catalog) high and attract the attention of the 

auctioneer or his assistants.  Bidding will be fast-paced, so make bids quickly. 

 

3. The auctioneer will acknowledge the highest bid and a clerk will record the bidderôs number.  A receipt is 
provided to the successful bidder at checkout.  In the event of any dispute, the auctioneer will have sole and 

final authority. 

 

4. On the fall of the auctioneer's hammer, title to the item and/or service passes to the highest bidder who, at 

that point, assumes full risk and responsibility for the item. 
 
General Rules 

 

1. A bid acknowledged by the live auctioneer is a legal contract to purchase the item.  In the silent auction, 

designation of your bid as the top bid by the silent auction official is, likewise, a legal contract to purchase 

that item. 
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2. All purchases are final and there will be no exchanges or refunds on unless otherwise noted. 

 

3. The Nisqually Land Trust has endeavored to catalog and describe items correctly, however, all items are 

sold "as is" and the Land Trust neither warrants nor represents and shall in no event be responsible for the 

correctness of description or genuineness, authorship, provenance, or condition of item.  No statement 

contained in catalog or made orally at the auction or elsewhere shall be deemed to be such a warranty, 

representation, or assumption of liability. 

 

4. Values set forth with item descriptions being auctioned are donor's estimates and are not warranted by the 

Nisqually Land Trust for tax purposes or for general value. 

 

5. Payment by the successful bidder is made at the cashier's table at the conclusion of the live auction.  

Payment must be made in full the night of the auction.  Cash, checks and VISA or MasterCard credit cards 

are accepted in payment.  Because of the high credit card fees charged, we would prefer payment by cash 

or check, if possible.  Checks should be made to the Nisqually Land Trust.  Please pay for all items 

purchased at one time. 

 

6. Gift certificates (trips, products, overnight stays, restaurants, services etc.) are subject to the conditions set 

forth by the donor.  Unless otherwise specified, all auction items and services must be used within one year 

of the date of the auction. 

 

7. Successful bidders must remove purchases from the hall at the conclusion of the auction unless other 

arrangements have been confirmed with auction staff. 

 

8. The auctioneer may, at his discretion, change the order of auction items and add items to or delete items 

from the auction. 

 

9. Each person issued a bid number (bidder) assumes all risks and hazards related to the auction and items 

obtained at the auction.  Each bidder agrees to hold harmless from liability arising there from the Nisqually 

Land Trust, its officials, members, and employees, the auctioneer, event organizers, sponsors, and 

volunteers.
